FIRST AID PRACTICE AND ASSESSING

The cover provided by the Care-Sure scheme is précised in the Summary of Benefits and Services sheet we have produced and explained in full ‘insurance-speak’ by the Insurer’s Master Policy wording – copies available on request.  The Certificate we issue confirms your cover, and it is this document you may have to show to prospective employers in order to provide evidence of insurance in force.

The Care-Sure scheme caters for First Aid activities at both general and specialised levels, to take account of additional experience and training that focuses upon particular areas.  If you need cover beyond what is regarded as general First Aid Practice & Assessing, your certificate will specify the extra cover you have.

General First Aid Practice & Assessing also includes your own First Aiding activities, both as a ‘Samaritan’ and/or as a designated First Aid Professional.  

If general First Aid Practice & Assessing is regarded as standard, what constitutes extra?  

You need to tell us if your work involves and you require cover for any of the following: -

· External Defibrillation Equipment

· First Aid Training including advice given

· Portable Oxygen Cylinders

· Life Guard Training

· Moving and Handling  

· Food Hygiene

· Other Health & Safety Training
Your work is covered anywhere in the UK and temporarily overseas by prior arrangement.  There can be implications if you work from home and you need to ensure that you have the necessary protection for people entering your premises for business purposes.  Care-Sure can be extended for the following if required: -

· Temporary Overseas Training 

· Public Liability Premises Risk

If you need cover for either of these additional elements mentioned above, we would be happy to make the necessary arrangements for you and issue the appropriate certificate.
