TAI CHI INSTRUCTION

The cover provided by the insurance scheme is précised in the Summary of Benefits and Services sheet we have produced and explained in full ‘insurance-speak’ by the Insurer’s Master Policy wording – copies available on request.  The Certificate we issue confirms your cover, and it is this document you may have to show to prospective employers in order to provide evidence of insurance in force.

The policy caters for Tai Chi instruction at both ‘standard’ and ‘more vigorous levels’, to take account of the fact that Tai Chi can be interpreted and therefore taught in a variety of ways.  If you need cover beyond what is regarded as standard Tai Chi instruction, your certificate will specify the extra cover you have.

LEVEL A – Standard Cover

· Form Work

· Slowly Structured Routines

· Weapons Forms

· Gentle Partner Work

· Qi Gong (Soft Form)

If these are regarded as ‘standard’ Tai Chi instruction, what constitutes extra?  

LEVEL B – More Vigorous Routines (could include any or all of the following)

· Xingyiquan

· Baguazhang

· Dynamic Partner Work

· Contact Sparring

· Competition Work

· Qi Gong (Hard Form)

· Other Martial Art Forms (require referral to underwriters)
Your classes are covered anywhere in the UK and temporarily overseas by prior arrangement.  There can be implications if you teach from home and you need to ensure that you have the necessary protection for people entering your premises for business purposes.  Cover can be extended for the following if required: -

· Temporary Overseas Teaching 

· Public Liability Premises Risk

· Guest Tutor or Locum cover
